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Processing instructions
The release wax is applied on the mould with a soft cloth or swam with circling movements by hand.
After applying the wax can be polished with a soft cloth.

For of new moulds we recommend  to apply 4 layers one after the other .

The release wax is suitable for epoxy resin, Polyurethane resin, Polydur and Polyester.
